Mrs Bavin and Mr Meek accompanied 10 able
spellers to Tomlinscote in another competition full of suspense!

There were three rounds in all, and in a tense opening round all our
students began confidently even if, for some, reaching the
microphone was proving more difficult than the spelling! Our Year 7 team (Lucy Briggs, Filipe Gomes, Gwyn Mangsat, Thomas
Denbigh and Eduard Jipa) gave it their best. Our more experienced Year 8 team (Robert Brucal, Max Filley, Emily Couper, Leila
Aziz and Eire Hooper) had experienced this before, and were therefore definitely prepared! As the words selected moved
from the medium list to the hard, and then to the impossible, contestants from all schools fell by the wayside. The final
showdown saw two of our Year 8s, Max and Robert, up against one student from Tomlinscote, and made an excellent finish.

The second round saw all ten students involved in a series of word games. These were against the clock and very tough. For
example, one included unscrambling an anagram and placing it correctly in a given sentence. These were all aimed at not just
testing their spelling but also their verbal dexterity. There was no telling how this round had gone, but there were some
frowns and shrugs that suggested it had not been straightforward.

The final round was incredibly tense. Again in teams of 3 and choosing from the medium, hard or impossible lists, teams had 2
minutes in turn to spell as many words as they could. Our valiant Year 7s went first and chose the hard list, which it certainly
proved to be! So it was down to our Year 8s. Tomlinscote and Collingwood went, choosing the medium list, confidently rattling
up scores of 24 and 25 correct spellings. Then it was our turn. Emily had joined Max and Robert and they confidently chose the
hard list. Would this be a fatal mistake? Not at all. In 2 minutes they rattled up 14 correct spellings (each word scoring 2
points), giving them the highest score of 28 points.

These added to the earlier rounds meant that our Year 8s were indeed:

I’'m pleased to announce that the Duke of Edinburgh Award will be
running from September 2015 and that we are including Iceland in our
visits abroad. We are a small school but provide big opportunities!

Faculties are always looking at new ways to work together and so it is
exciting that Year 10 students in RS and Science have engaged in activities
with a team from LASAR at Reading University. They will be leading
students in carrying out some physics learning activities about quantum
theory and exploring big questions around the relationship between sci-
ence and religion.

There were fantastic results from the UK Junior Maths Challenge. Only
20%, 250,000, of the country’s Years 7 and 8 Maths students take part.
Kings was awarded 3 Gold, 4 Silver and 10 Bronze awards.

Two of our Gold Award students were then asked to participate in the UK
Maths Olympiad which is no mean feat, as only the top % % of the initial
participants (1,250) in the Country are invited to take part in the
Olympiad. Only a half of this elite group of mathematicians then achieve
a merit. So huge congratulations to Max Filley and Robert Brucal in
achieving this prestigious award.

Our Year 11s, as is traditional, left Kings in splendid style at Posh Togs on
15" June and at the even posher occasion, The Prom, on 3™ July. As one
year has left us it was good to welcome Year 6 students who quickly got
stuck into a taste of secondary lessons. At the start of their first day with
us they stayed in their primary friendship groups but by the end of the
second day each newly formed group reflected the differently coloured
jumpers of the primary schools.
